Sample Instructions for

Custom Baby Quilt Project

To use this document:

· Change all occurrences of “<MOM’S NAME>” to the name of the mother-to-be.
· Change all occurrences of “<ORGANIZER’S NAME”> to the name of the person organizing this quilt project.

· If necessary, change the size specifications or any other instructions to suit the requirements for your particular quilt project.

Quilting for <MOM’S NAME>!
Thanks for choosing to participate in the quilt collaboration for <MOM’S NAME>’s little bundle of joy.  Here’s some information to help you along.  Please ask <ORGANIZER’S NAME> if you need help with anything.
What you need to do:
1. Create a quilt block (see guidelines below)

2. Sew your name or initials into your quilt block

3. Give completed quilt block to <ORGANIZER’S NAME>
What <ORGANIZER’S NAME> will do:
1. Collect all completed quilt blocks

2. Sew quilt blocks together

3. Sew batting and coordinating fabric to the back of the big “sheet” of blocks and machine-quilt the whole thing together

4. Give the quilt to <MOM’S NAME> at an appropriate time (possibly as a shower gift, depending on when we finish!), along with a card with everyone’s name.

Here are some hints and guidelines to use when creating your quilt block:
1. Use the provided fabric to create your quilt block.  If you want to add small embellishments in other fabrics, feel free.  Be creative in your design!

2. Keep the quilt block baby-friendly.  Don’t attach any small items that could be choking hazards or use any paints that might peel off.

3. Some sample patterns are included for those who might need a jump start.  You do not have to use these patterns, though.  There are lots of free patterns on the Web if you need inspiration.  Make your design personal if you can.  It will mean that much more.
4. Make sure you sew your initials or name into your completed quilt block so that <MOM’S NAME> will know that you worked on it!  If you are not comfortable with stitching letters, <ORGANIZER’S NAME> can help.

5. Don’t forget to account for seam allowances as you cut your pieces, or else you’ll be upset when you start sewing!
6. Feel free to use a machine for your sewing.  No need to do it by hand, unless you want to.  We’re not old ladies here!

7. Your completed quilt block MUST be at least 12.5” by 12.5” (a little bigger is okay).  We want to have a finished block size of 12x12 after they’re sewn together, and <ORGANIZER’S NAME> will need the extra ½ inch for seam allowances.
8. Try to finish within the next few weeks, so we have time to get it all together.

9. Remember, this is a surprise for <MOM’S NAME.  Don’t say anything to her about it.

10. Have fun!
