Hi there, my name is Gretchen Sheridan and I’ve been stamping on and off for about 10 years now.  I became a Stampin Up! demonstrator  in FEB 07 and have been loving it ever since!  I’m going to show you how to make a Swing card today.  It’s actually not an easy card to make, so follow along closely and make sure to look at the pictures!
I followed the template and directions located here, by Beate.  I got a little confused so I’ll try to be clearer.

Supplies you will need:

Paper Cutter with a scoring blade

Stamp set of your choice

Card stock (I recommend a good thick card stock like Stampin Up! when scoring)


1 piece for base of card cut to 5.5” x 6.75”


2 Pieces for the layer that will border the picture cut to 2.75” x 3.75”


2 Pieces for the picture in the center of the card cut to 2.5” x 3.5”

Directions:

Step 1:

Start with your 5.5” x 6.75” piece of cardstock inserted into the paper cutter horizontally.

Slide your paper to the 2.75” mark and make a score line 1.25” long.  Slide your paper to the 4” mark and make a score line for 1.25”.  

Flip your paper over to the other horizontal side and repeat the same scores on this side.

Your paper should look like this now.  [image: image1.jpg]


 

Step 2:

Slide your 5.5” x 6.75” cardstock into the cutter vertically.  Slide your paper to the 4.25” mark.

Using the ruler on your cutting tool, move the cut tool to the 1 3/8” mark and cut until you meet your horizontal score line.

Lift your cutting blade and move it up the ruler to the 5 3/8” mark and repeat.

Take your paper out, turn it to the other vertical side and repeat the above steps.

Step 3:

Slide your 5.5” x 6.75” cardstock into the cutter horizontally.  Line the paper up to the 5 3/8” mark.

Cut from 1.25” to 4.25” mark on the ruler.  This will connect your two horizontal lines.

Turn your paper around and repeat this step.

Your paper should look like this now.  [image: image2.jpg]



Step 4: of paper cut to 3” x4”.
Step 5:

Adhere one of the 2.75” x 3.75” pieces of cardstock on the center piece.  Adhere the second piece to the back of the card in the same fashion.

Step 6:

Stamp the image you would like on the front of the card on the 2.5” x 3.5” cardstock.  Remember to place the image on the right side of the cardstock, about 1” to 1.5” of the left side will be covered up when closed.  

Place the front of the card image on the backside of the card.

Stamp on the other piece of cardstock an image you would like when the card is flipped.  Adhere this to the front side of the card.  Your cards should look similar to this now.
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Step 7:

Fold your left score mark into a mountain fold.  Fold the right score mark into a valley fold.
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Step 8: 

Add any embellishments you’d like and finish the card!
