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Tips & Rules of the Cookie Swap

· Bake your cookies a couple of days in advance and let them dry out at least overnight.  This will help keep the cookies from crumbling when we package them up.

· Why 7 dozen?  That’s a half-dozen cookies for each person (for the number of invitees).  If fewer people come, you’ll just keep more cookies of fewer types. 
· I’ll be keeping a list of cookie choices with the RSVPs – respond early because if there are duplicates, the first person to respond gets to bring that cookie!

· Packaging for taking your cookie assortment home will be provided.  I’ll also be providing labels and recipes for the cookies for those who give them to me in advance.
